My Spiritual Flock - 
  

.. .for (they are a rebellious house… 
 
     Once upon a time a king was perched on the balcony of his pal-
ace when his squire approached and said to him: "Sire, the peas-
ants are revolting!" The king, stoically, responded: .. ñYou can say 
that again. " 
 
     Every nation's history is filled with episodes of rebellion. The first 
reading today from the prophet Ezekiel reminds us of Israel's con-
stant rebellion against the Lord. He describes their rebellious atti-
tude as being hard of face and obstinate of heart. This attitude is 
also reflected in the incredulity of those in the synagogue who came 
to hear Jesus and who refused to recognize His divinity. Their hard-
ness of heart was expressed in their question: Where did this man 
get all this? 
 
     Sometimes in the spiritual life, we can become stone-faced; our 
hearts can be hardened. Why? The answer lies in the lack of grace 
in our souls. Without grace, God cannot act within us in fullest po-
tential. This is the reason why a soul that is not in a state of grace 
cannot make spiritual progress. Spiritual progress is made through 
frequent confession and reception of the Eucharist. In other words, 
through communion with God. Sin separates the soul from the sanc-
tifying action of grace freely given by Christ's one and only sacrifice 
on the Cross. Without grace, one cannot act as a Christian towards 
others. Self-centeredness replaces charity. Love is displaced by self
-absorption. 
 
     St. Paul tells us that he was given a thorn in the flesh; an angel 
of Satan to beat him. Sometimes our life is beaten down with similar 
thorns. Some of the thorns are given to us; some we give ourselves. 
However, when our weaknesses, insults, hardships, persecutions, 
and constraints are "offered up" for the sake of building the kingdom 
of heaven, we, too, like St. Paul, can become strong in the very 
things that make us weak. In other words, when we fall into sin, we 
have our Advocate Who pleads our cause: Christ Jesus. 
 
 
     Revolting? Not in the least. Liberating!
