Bid¢an give warsith, but ite flaeo d
has the power to destroy.
The first reading today is a familiar story. Moses is on Mt. Horeb [Mt Si-
nai] and the angelof the Lord appears in the shape of a flame of fire coming from
the middle of a bush. Why is this burning bush such a powerful image? Because
we know that one of the physical properties of fire is that it consumes This fire,
however, does not consume the bush. It is an unquenchable fire! There is a lesson
in all of this and the choice within the lesson is very clear. Fire needs fuel to con-
tinue to burn and in the spiritual realm that fuel is gracein the soul. We can
choose to have our soul be consumed by the unquenchable fire of Hell that de-
stroysthe soul or we can choose to have our soul consumed by the unquenchable
fire emanating from the Lord as in the burning bush: a fire that purifies the soul
and enlightensit! The fire of Hell corrupts; kills and devours. Have you ever seen
paintings from the Middle Ages showing Satan with his mouth open devouring
souls surrounded by hellfire? The fire of the Lord on the other hand is like the Re-
f i ner . itdestE it teste as silver is refined; as gold is tested [Zech 13:9]. The
fire emanating from the burning bush of God gives rebirth. Have you been play-
ing with fire? If you have, Lent is an awesome time to receive gracein the sacra-
ment of Reconciliatiord to have the soul purifiedi n t he Ref i ner 0 s
ever seen paintings in the Middle Ages showing the Holy Spirit descending upon
the Blessed Virgin Mary and the Apostles at Pentecostd the birthday of the
Church? Rebirth!
