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Dear St. Johns, 

 

LENT.   40 precious days to open ourselves to God, to examine ourselves in the presence of the Holy One, who created us in 

love, who knows us inside-and-out, and who calls us to return to Him.   40 days, to face God and ourselves, and to learn to 

not be afraid of our sinfulness but, rather, to own them.  Only in God, can we ever, ever learn to live more fully, allowing Him to trans-

form us, making us anew in His Son. 

 I remember one of the very first weddings I performed.  During premarital counseling, we talked about the óholy vowsô the cou-

ple would exchange, and the seriousness of those vows.  At one point, the young bride-to-be looked at me and said, "Let me tell you one 

thing, Father, if you use the word, óobey,ô in those vows, I will walk out those doors!ò  I smiled.  The Church does not use the word, 

obey.  Still, it betrayed as to how she was already qualifying her relationship to her husband. 

 Something in us does not like that word, "obey."   We donôt like rules or commandments, or restrictions.  Instead of the  Ten 

óCommandants,ô weôd rather the term, Ten óVoluntary Initiatives.ô 

 So, why should we bother re-reading them or knowing them?   Because, Godôs commandments being ówell-known,ô does not 

mean their being ówell-keptô; being read, does not mean being lived out in one's life.  The purpose of all God's commands, are not to 

óstopô us or hold us down, but to show us how  to live, and so that He can bless us. 

 When God had freed the Hebrews from the slavery of Egypt, He lead them back to the mountain (Sinai) where He first óspokeô 

to Moses out of the burning bush.   This time, He lead them there in order to make a covenant with them, that is, enter into a particular 

relationship with them as óyou are my people, and I AM your God.ô  Point:  God led them on a path, a journey, where they, them-

selves, would never go.  God does that:  He leads each of us on paths we would never choose.     

 Godôs commandments  are not arbitrary commands, nor rules of good conduct.  They govern our duties and relationship to God, 

and to our  neighbor.   His commandments are ósignpostsô along the path to Him, preventing us from losing our way.   Avoid them, deny 

them, or ódismissô them, and we place ourselves on the path of damnation.  If God is ómarryingô His people (as spouse ï see above) then, 

He is promising an intimacy with He, Himself.   At the same time, He is spelling out what path is necessary for the ótwo of usô to be on, 

and thus enter into and remain in that intimacy; it is a the path of obedience. 

 May we, this LENT, experience that spiritual, internal transformation that is at the center of the Christian life:  a new re-

generation, a ñbeing born-againò.
