In ancient Israel, the Jews celebrated Pentecost as a feast of
pilgrimage. It was traditionally called the Harvest Festival [Ex 23:16;
34:22] or the Feast of Weeks [Deut 16:9-10] and it was celebrated seven
weeks after the Feast of Unleavened Bread and Pasch [Num 28:26; Lev
23:15-21]. It is from this computation where we derive the word Pentecost.
a Greek word meaning F i f t i e THe Chdséay Feast of Pentecost that
we read about in todaybés first re;
outpouring of the Holy Spirit on the Apostles, the Blessed Virgin Mary
and the Church. It should notsurprise us that all the disciples gathered in
the presence of the Spirit understood one another regardless of their cultural
origin. The gift of the Holy Spirit allows the faithful to interpret all
tongues. How is this manifested? Through the language with which the
Lord speaks to His faithful onesd to those who choose to listen The lan-
guage is that of the greatest commandment: Love. A language anyonecan
speak, understand and must put into practice.
