happen! This is precisely what Our Lord does on Palm Sunday. St. Luke tells us
that His disciples pile their garments on top of the beast and Our Lord rides along
the road and approached the downward slope of the place where He will soon shed
tears of blood: the Mount of Olives.

Today is the Sunday before Easter Sunday. Sacred Scripture tells us that
much is to happen to Jesus each Holy Week. On this daythe Church commemo-
rates Christodéds triumphal entry into
strewn along His path. St. Luke, unlike the other gospel authors, does not mention
palms, olives or any other kind of branches. However, this does not detract in any
manner from t he i mp o rpresgematoe of thefsoletnp-a y 6
cession that took place over two-thousand years ago. An event that would culmi-
nate in the most awesome mystery of our faith and of human history: The Resur-
rection!

Palms are a sacramental of the Church. Ashes of burnt palms from last
Palm Sunday a year ago were placed upon our foreheads this past Ash Wednesday
as the season of Lent began. Palms have been in use for centuries for this com-
memoration. Each year palms are blessed and distributed to all the faithful as an
act of faith commemorating Christés
crucify Him.

Our Lord gave instructions to His disciples to fetch a tethered colt, to untie
it and bring it to Him. His instruction s to us are the same today: un-tether what-
ever burdens or hardships you may have in your heart and bring them to the only
One Who can truly break them irever so gently and with greatest of compassion.
Allow the Lordés presence at this Eu
desperately seek. He Whose legs would not be broken after dying on the Cross
will mend the heart that has been broken by sin if we place our trust in Him and in
His Mercy and receive the sacrament of reconciliation.
