To “be proud” literally means “fo have a high opinion of oneself.” Pride causes
us to deceive ourselves because by its very essence, pride distorts who we really are and
because of the effects of original sin, pride can Kill the soulJesus points out the ingrati-
tude they have of God’'s goodness to them
one God sent for the salvation of mankind. Their response is vicious: They rose up, drove
him out of the town, and led Him to the brow of the hill on which their town had been built,
to hurl him down headlong. 0o

injury; [it] does not rejoice over wrongl 0 i hug igjoices in the truth; love never fails.

Some sought to throw love over the brow of the hill and kill it that day in Caper-
naum. In their hubris, they remained childish; they would not admit to their ingratitude
towards God and acknowledge their own sinfulness. They looked in the mirror and only
saw themselves partially, seeing only in themselves what they wanted to see—self-
deception. s this not a tool of Satan?—to see ourselves only partially? To accept only the
perceived goodness in us and not acknowledge, confront and purge the evil that is in us?

St. Paul reminds us that at the present we see indistinctly [blindly] “as in a mirror”. Those
who rejected Love would eventually get their wish. Jesus would one day be brought to
another brow on a hill: Golgotha, to be crucified.

Only those who truly repent can see themselves fullffface-to-face” and not
as in a mirror. On another hill and on the Cross of Contradiction, Jesus showed us what
love is. He took on sinful flesh to redeem us sinners. Without love, we are nothing.

Without love, we cannot know Truth. Without love, we become the physician that “tries
to cure thyself”. Without love, we remain a resounding gong, a clashing cymbal. Pride is
deafening.
